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Aciro Florence, 19 years was abducted at 
the age of 13 year in 2002, and rescued in 
2005.  She has been struggling on her own 
to raise her tuition fees, but could not and 
she dropped out of school 
 

 Florence wants to under take a three 
years course in tailoring and garment 
cutting. Her tuition per term is 
160,000/= Ug.Shs. Equivalent of 45 
GB pounds, for the entire course is 
approximately 410 GB pounds. Upon 
completion, Florence wants to set up 
a small shop to deal in hand made 
dresses, with it she can live a more 
meaningful life. 
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Akello Nancy, 17 years was abducted on 
her way to school at the age of 12 years in 
2002 and rescued in 2004. Nancy calims 
she lost so much time and finds it difficult 
to continue with secondary education. 

Just like Florence, Nancy also wants 
to under take a three years course in 
tailoring and garment cutting. Her 
tuition per term is 160,000/= Ug.Shs. 
Equivalent of 45 GB pounds, for the 
entire course is approximately 410 
GB pounds. Upon completion, 
Florence wants to set up a small shop 
to deal in hand made dresses, and if 
possible trained other girls who 
cannot have opportunity to study in 
vocational schools. 
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Ocaka Denis is only 16 years and had the 
worst experience as child abducted at the 
age of 11 years, while helping look after 
the family goats. He returned after a year in 
Captivity to find all his parents killed. Now 
an orphan, Denis struggles to make ends 
meet on a daily basis by fetching water for 
a fee or food 

Denis wants to become a builder by 
taking a 4 years course in Brick 
laying and concrete practice. The 
tuition per term is 170,000/= Ug.Shs, 
an equivalent of 51 GB Pounds. The 
total amount for the entire course is 
612 GB pounds. After the course, 
Denis would like to find a good job 
with building companies and there 
after, start paying for his two younger 
brothers and sister  
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Ojara Richard, 19 years was abducted in 
2000 and returned in 2003. He had a rank 
in the LRA and as such fought and survived 
deadly battles both within Uganda and 
Southern Sudan. Richard has settled in as 
farmer who grows food crop for survival 
 

Richard dreams of returning to school 
if any opportunity comes by. He 
wants to take a four years course in 
Brick laying and concrete practice. 
He wants to be a builder in their 
village that will mark the return for 
people from the Internally Displaced 
Camps.  The tuition per term is 
170,000/= Ug.Shs, an equivalent of 
51 GB Pounds. The total amount for 
the entire course is 612 GB pounds.  
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Ojok Charles, is 17 years and operates a 
local transportation means of motorcycle 
for a living. He supports two other younger 
brothers with daily food and also primary 
tuition to enable them go to school. He was 
abducted in 2000 at the age of 11, and 
returned in 2004. He survive narrowly on 
many occasions and He feels lucky to be 
alive 

Charles also wants to be a builder but 
lacks the money to pay for the four 
years course in Building. The tuition 
per term is 170,000/= Ug.Shs, an 
equivalent of 51 GB Pounds. The 
total amount for the entire course is 
612 GB pounds. After the course, 
Charles would want to get a better job 
to be able to support his  brothers  
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Ojok Joseph, 18 years, was abducted in 
2001 and returned in 2002. He was charged 
with escorting one of the top rebel 
commanders which exposed them to 
constant attacks by government forces. For 
most of the times, they where on constant 
move which made him very weak and 
sickly  

Being tall and huge, Joseph would 
like to be a builder as well. He said; 
“With building, you can never fail to 
find a job”. But now He lacks money 
to go to school. At the moment, He is 
just at home surviving by digging. 
The tuition per term is 170,000/= 
Ug.Shs, an equivalent of 51 GB 
Pounds. The total amount for the 
entire course is 612 GB pounds. 
Joseph feels he is being tempted into 
early marriage, but if an opportunity 
to go back to school comes, He will 
abandon that 
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Okello Morris, 24 years was abducted in 
1998 and returned in 2003. He had the 
longest experience in captivity. He returned 
and was supported by His uncle to go back 
to school. Unfortunately, the Uncle died of 
Aids and He dropped out of school. He still 
wants to go back school at any possible 
opportunity.  

Moris would like to go back to school 
and complete the three years left of 
the four years course in Motor 
Vehicle practice and Mechanics. The 
tuition per term is 180,000/= Ug.Shs, 
an equivalent of 54 GB Pounds. The 
total amount for the entire course is 
486 GB pounds.  
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Onen Sunday, is 20 years and was abducted 
in 2002 and returned in 2003. He lost two 
elder brothers on the day he was abducted. 
The elder brothers were killed because they 
were resisting and abduction by running 
away, and they were shot dead instantly. 
This still frightens him to date. He is the 
only son left of the family yet the Parents 
can not afford to pay him in school.  

Sunday, stayed now three years at 
home and He cries day and night to 
the parents to help find him and 
opportunity to go to school. He 
equally wants to become a builder 
because most of his friends while in 
rebel captivity have managed to 
survive well. The tuition per term is 
170,000/= Ug.Shs, an equivalent of 
51 GB Pounds. The total amount for 
the entire course is 612 GB pounds.  
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Okoya John Bosco, 21 years and a devoted 
Christian, Likes praying a lot because He 
believes he escaped death by the Devine 
intervention of God. On two occasions he 
was put on death sentences for attempted 
escape, but the execution would be 
interrupted by abrupt events, till the third 
time he escaped. He helps their local 
church every Sunday and in return he is 
given basic food and upkeep items. 
 

 John Bosco, would want to be a 
driver and help in the transport sector 
of the church. He is also very kean on 
being a mechanic while he continues 
to serve the people of God. The 
course would also take him four years 
before he gets a certificate. The 
tuition per term is 180,000/= Ug.Shs, 
an equivalent of 54 GB Pounds. The 
total amount for the entire course is 
648 GB pounds.  
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Nyeko Martin Bismarck, 20 years now was 
abducted in 2001 and returned in 2004. He 
works as a cleaner around town in order to 
buy food, before he can walk back 10 kms 
to their village. He is doing this to support 
His aging grand mother and younger 
sisters. He said cleaning around town 
exposes him to a lot of health risks.  
 

Martin wants to go back to school to 
be able to get a qualification that can 
make him earn a better income to be 
able to support their extremely 
vulnerable family, where he is seen as 
the head. He said, “Life in rebel 
captivity has completely ruined his 
opportunities”. He dreamt of being a 
doctor during child hood but now He 
can only take a course that would put 
him in the labour market quickly. He 
wants to be a builder, The tuition per 
term is 170,000/= Ug.Shs, an 
equivalent of 51 GB Pounds. The 
total amount for the entire course is 
612 GB pounds.
